Powell, the Indian rupee
appreciated on Friday to post
its biggest weekly gain in four months
in the absence of the Reserve Bank of
India (RBI) intervention. Powell said the
US Fed could slow bond purchases by
the end of this calendar year, but rates
will remain soft for some more time.
The rupee closed at 73.6950 a dollar
on Friday, against its previous close of
74.2225, gaining 0.73 per cent, highest
since June 17. It has gained 1 per cent in
the week, most since the week ended
April 30. All the Asian currencies gained
on Friday as the dollar index was flat at
around 93.14 level. However, the rupee’s
gain was the sharpest in the region.
Currency dealers say until Thursday;,
the RBI was heavily intervening to let
the rupee rise as a chunk of dollars
flowed in. This, they say, was in antici-
pation of a dollar bond issue by a large
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of a qualified institutional placement
by a public sector bank.

“The central bank, for a change,
waited on the sidelines on a day where
a clearer taper signal could come in
from the Fed chair. If that happens, the
rupee will again come under pressure,”
said Imran Kazi, vice-president at

The RBI’s absence from the market
“prompted exit of long positions on the
dollar”, said Sriram Iyer, senior research
analyst at Reliance Securities.

However, the rupee appreciating to
73.50 a dollar level or strengthening
further should bring back the RBI again
in the market to accumulate the incom-

ing dollars, said Anil Kumar Bhansali,
head of treasury at Finrex Treasury
Advisors. With the IPO of India’s biggest
LIC, asset monetisation and BPCL
divestments lined up, inflows will con-
tinue to hit the local shores even as taper
uncertainties continue, say dealers.

Currency dealers are of the opinion
that with the hawkish tone of Powell in
Jackson Hole speech, a lot of volatility
for the local currency could be on its
way. There will be outflow pressure
related to such tightening of policy
stance by the US Fed, but several IPOs
and qualified institutional placements
(QIPs) lined up will compensate for that.
In the end, the rupee will find its own
level, but that will probably be after a
lot of two-way volatility, dealers say.

Some of that was clear on Friday.
Currency consultant IFA Global said:
“dollar bulls were actively defending the
74.10 marks in anticipation that the RBI
would step in, but since that did not
happen, the rupee dropped to 74 levels
and then towards 73.80 was quick as the
stop losses got triggered.”

Union Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman
(pictured) on Friday promised that a ¥1,300-
crore project for Sustainable Development and
Infrastructure Development for Tripura's Tribal
areas would be cleared within the next 10 days.

Addressing a meeting after inaugurating a
slew of 11 projects at Mohanpur, about 50 km
from here, Sitharaman said the 1,300-crore
project with World Bank funding would ensure
an all-round development in the state's tribal
areas.

Tribals form one third of the state's popula-
tion. In recent elections to the Tripura Tribal
Areas Autonomous District Council, the ruling
BJP and its allies were trounced by the newly
formed Tipraha Indigenous Progressive
Regional Alliance led by a former royal, Pradyot
Kishore Deb Barman, causing alarms about the
future electoral prospects of the ruling alliance.

She also announced that two other projects
worth over 321 crore were cleared by the Centre
on Friday morning itself. The two projects
include- widening of state highways (X14.15

Global iron ore production
growth will accelerate in the
next few years, bringing an
end to the stagnation that has
persisted since iron ore prices
hit a decade-low average of
$55 per tonne in 2015, Fitch
Solutions said in a report.

“We forecast global mine
output growth to average
3.6 per cent over 2021-2025
compared to -2.3 percent over
the previous five years. This
would lift annual production
by 571 million tonne in 2025
compared to 2020 levels,
roughly the equivalent of
India and Brazil’s combined
2020 output,” said the report.

Supply growth will be pri-
marily driven by Brazil and
Australia. Brazilian miner
Vale has aggressive expan-
sion plans, while miners in
Australia, including BHP
Billiton, Rio Tinto and
Fortescue, will re-invest
profits into additional pro-
duction.

In China, iron ore produc-
tion will rise once again in the
next 3-4 years as the country
works to increase its self-suf-
ficiency and reduce
Australian imports, having
declined significantly over
recent years. Fitch Solutions
expects Chinese firms to pri-
oritise investment in over-
seas iron ore mines, such as
the Simandou deposit in
Guinea.

Looking beyond 2025, the
agency expects that lower
prices will eventually drag on
production growth rates.

“We forecast annual pro-
duction growth to average
just 1.1 per cent over 2026-
2030, with output levels stag-
nating by the end of the dec-
ade,” said Fitch Solutions.

Fitch Solutions sees
India’s iron ore output to
grow and the country’s Mines
& Minerals (Development &
Regulation) (MMDR) Act to
help streamline licensing and
reopen closed mines.

Although the MMDR Act
will support ore output
growth, the  royalties
included in the Act will limit
the sector’s overall growth
potential, it said.

“The decision by India’s
top court to cancel all iron ore
permits in Goa in February
2018 will mean that produc-
tion from that state is likely
to head lower rather than
increase. As a result, we fore-
cast India’s iron ore output to
grow from 174 million tonnes
in 2020 to 194 million tonnes
in 2030, with annual output
growth averaging 1.1 per cent
over the period,” it said.
